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Sleep came easy after such a long day of travel and being out in the cold. We had to get up early for the complimentary
breakfast at our hotel and then many of us went back to bed. We met in the early afternoon in full winter gear to drive out to
our dog sledding tour. The temperature warmed up to -17 that afternoon and that actually felt ok in the sunshine compared
with the -38 in the darkness the night before. At the dog sledding place, we were divided into 2 groups and each enjoyed a dog
sled ride through some forest and across some frozen lakes. We enjoyed hot chocolate and some games in a heated building
after our tours and then we posed with some of the attractions at the dog sledding property. The students then had some fun
playing in the deep snow in the area before leaving. On the way back to our hotel, we stopped at the Welcome to Yellowknife
sign and took some more photos.
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After breakfast the following morning we left our hotel at 10:30 AM and drove the short distance to Nature’s North Wildlife
Gallery. Here, we saw local wildlife that has been preserved by taxidermy. We were very impressed with the craftmanship and
artistry that led to this extensive exhibit. In addition, we were also shown a behind the scenes look at how taxidermy is done.
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We had been hearing that Willow Ptarmigan were common in the Yellowknife area. In the winter, these unique birds turn
completely white. After some advice where to look, we found a large group in a residential neighbourhood right in the city and
enjoyed some time with these very tame birds.
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A short distance from there is the Bush Pilot’s Monument where there is a look out over the entire area. We climbed the many
steps up to the top, enjoyed the views, and then some of the students enjoyed sliding back down to the vehicles.
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One of the experiences of being in the north are the many ice roads. These cut down the time to travel between places and
provide conveniently flat transportation for serval months of the year. In a landscape covered with lakes, ice roads come in
handy. One of them leaves Yellowknife and crosses part of Great Slave Lake to service a small community on the other side of
the bay. The sign there says that vehicles can be up to 30 000 KGS! In some areas of clear black ice, itis possible to see the
thickness which usually extends to more than 1 meter by March. These roads are typically open from early January until mid-
April and are considered real roads with speed limits, signs, etc... We drove out onto one of these roads and spent some time
looking down into the ice at clear areas. You can see where we were on the previous photo from the Bush Pilot’s Monument.

Another project out on the ice of Great Slave Lake is Snowking’s Winter Festival. This involves snow sculptures and buildings
with shows all made of snow and ice. This festival runs for the entire month of March and is one of the reasons to visit
Yellowknife at that time. We checked out the sculptures made by people from all over the world and then paid the entrance fee
to check out the buildings, slides, etc...







After our stop at Snowking, we had free time for dinner before meeting in the hotel lobby at 8:45 to go see the northern lights
again. Acting upon some advice, we took a different road out of town this time and ended up on some other ice roads where

we enjoyed views for a short time. We then drove past Snowking again after dark to see what it looked like at night with the
lights on. The students used flashlights to see down into the ice here as well.
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On our last day in Yellowknife, we checked out at noon after breakfast and visited the Prince of Wales Northern Heritage
Centre. This is a museum that showcases northern history and wildlife.

We then checked out of our hotel, returned our rented clothes, dropped off our rental cars, and flew out at 5:30PM. Our flights
went well and we landed back in Kamloops around 10:30 PM after a 2 hour stop in Vancouver.
